Né en 1938 & Osaka au Japon, Daido Moriyama s'est tourné vers la photographie
a l'age de vingt et un ans et s'est installé & Tokyo pour travailler avec l'éminent
photographe Eikoh Hosoe. Au début de sa carriére, Moriyama s'est familiarisé
avec le travail de William Klein et d'Andy Warhol. Il a apprécié leur nouvelle vision
et l'a transformée a travers sa propre perspective personnelle. L'énergie et la
modernité dynamique que Moriyama a trouvées dans les photos émotionnelles,
voire hostiles, que Klein a faites de son New York natal ont intrigué le jeune
photographe japonais, tout comme la perception d'une culture médiatique
voyeuriste dans l'ceuvre de Warhol.

Les photos de Moriyama sont prises dans les rues des grandes villes du Japon.
Réalisées avec un petit appareil photo a main, elles révélent la vitesse a laquelle
elles ont été prises. Souvent, le cadre est incliné a la verticale, le grain est
prononcé et le contraste est accentué. Parmi ses images urbaines, on trouve
celles prises dans des bars mal éclairés, des clubs de strip-tease, dans la rue ou
dans des ruelles, le mouvement du sujet créant une suggestion floue d'une forme
plutét qu'une figure distincte.
